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Contract for Professional Supervision

The purpose of Professional Supervision is for practitioners to reflect on and develop effective and ethical practice. I regard supervision as critical in helping sustain cutting edge practice and maintaining professional enjoyment and wellbeing. Supervision should be supportive of practitioners and also provide some vibrancy and challenge.
Conditions of Contract

Responsibilities:
Professional Supervision will be provided under NZAC Code of Ethics. The Professional Supervisor is not responsible for the clinical decisions made by the practitioner or for the outcomes for the practitioner’s clients. 
Confidentiality:
The supervisor will treat all communication with the practitioner as confidential.  There are exceptions to this:

· The practitioner agrees to a disclosure of information for an agreed purpose. 

· The supervisor has concerns for the safety of the practitioner and/ or their client.  The supervisor will endeavor to notify and involve the practitioner in any action to be taken except when the emotional wellbeing of the practitioner may preclude this.


Complaints:
If the practitioner has concerns about the service received from the supervisor or believes that they have acted in an unethical manner, the issue can be raised in supervision. The practitioner may also lay a formal complaint with NZAC.

The supervisor is willing to support or assist practitioners in emergency situations by phone or face to face.  In the event that practitioners require prolonged additional supervision, the hourly rate may be applied.

Review:
This contract is open to review at any time but will be formally reviewed on an annual basis. 
Termination: 
Either party may terminate this contract at any time, to take effect once all invoices are paid.
